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The total number of referrals received for the month of February was 36, with 29 referrals coming
directly from BBPD and 7 from community sources. The breakdown of referral categories is as follows:

1. Domestic violence: 07
2. Housing/food: 02

3. Mental health: 09

4. Substance use: 11

5. Youth: 03

6. Aging: 04
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All 36 referrals were diligently contacted at least twice. Additionally, 21 out of the 36 referrals were
successfully connected to the appropriate resources or services based on their immediate needs. This
month’s highlights include connecting a family with permanent housing with assistance from the
Somerset County Board of Social Services and establishing a working relationship with Green Brook
Academy in Bound Brook, to assist a student and her family to explore additional resources in the
community.
